Story of New Sweden
Exhibit at the Library

The Minot Public Library is pleased to host the exhibit
Colony to Community: The Story of New Sweden CO pr NY
September 1 through September 27, 2009. This exhibit R e
describes the journey of Swedes and Finns who came to :
the Delaware Valley in 1638 to establish the New Sweden Colony, an outpost to
give Sweden a foothold in the growing fur and tobacco trades.

From landfall in Wilmington, Delaware in 1638 and cultivating peaceful trade
relationships with the Lenape and Susquehannock Indians, to suffering relentless
pressure from the Dutch and eventual abandonment by the Homeland, this exhibit
explores the countless obstacles that New Sweden colonists endured. Although this
small colony ultimately fell to the Dutch in 1655, Swedes and Finns continued to
visit and settle in the area. The Story of New Sweden is presented on a series of
eight panels.

Library Provides Access
to the Internet for Many

The social cost of this digital divide is immense. Our growing
use of information technology, and our dependence upon it, have
helped create two groups - one with computer know-how and the
skills to advance, and the other without either know-how or the potential to get it,
people who are falling further behind because of income or education. Families with
incomes under $25,000 report much lower Internet use (around 30 percent) than those
at higher income levels (over 70 percent). For households with a lower income the
burden of paying for Internet access and maintaining a computer is substantial.

Those using library Internet computers more frequently than other groups are
children, 18-29 year olds, senior citizens, and individuals with modest incomes. The
Internet access in public libraries provides opportunities for people to improve their
lives.

Public libraries, with their history of empowering and educating people of all
backgrounds, have always been bridges across the information gap. Public libraries
serve 10 percent of all Internet users. For many people, library computers are their sole
Internet portal. Last year over 21,245 individuals used the Internet access computers at
the Minot Public Library not including Internet access provided in the children’s
library.

The public library is the great equalizer in the community for those who cannot
afford to purchase books, DVDs, CDs, or computers let alone pay for Internet access
in their home.
